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Spiritual Preparation for Lent

While Ash Wednesday is the beginning of Lent, for you to have a fruitful Lent,
you should considerwhat you would like to dofor Lentbefore the big day arrives.
Many people like to take up penances, things they “give up” or sacrifices they
make. This is an excellent practice and has a long history. From the very
beginnings of the Church, holy men and women have chosen to forgo good
things like food and drink. Where we can miss the mark is in why we take up
a particular penance. Many take up penances, like giving up pop or chocolate,
to see ifthey can doit, or as a default: “Well, | need to do something, so here’s
something | can say when people askme.” Whatwill make your Lenten practice
fruitfulis notdoing something simply to do something; rather, what you doneeds
to help you grow in your love for God and your love for your neighbor.

For Lent, why you are doing what you do is as important as what you do. So,
all of our penances, self-denials, works of mercy, prayer, fasting, and almsgiving
needs to be done with the interior motive and desire of growing closer to God,
serving others with greater love, or becoming a better apostle of Jesus Christ:
conversion. This will be different for every person, and quality of growth is more
important than quantity or intensity. Even the smallest thing, done well, can
draw you closer to the Lord.

What should you do? The possibilities are endless. But guess what—God
knows you and wants you to have afruitful Lenttoo. So, here are some concrete
tips to help you grow spiritually during Lent:

» Askingthe Holy Spirit for guidance, examine where the major areas of sinare
in your life. Consider positive actions and penitential actions you can do to
work on one of these areas.

» Askboldlyinyourprayer, “Lord, whatis itthat you are calling me to this Lent?”

* Do not try to do too much. Change is hard. Itis better to succeed on a few
things than to fail on many.

If we focus on the why this Lent, we can truly have the interior conversion that
the Lord calls us to through the prophet Joel: “Rend your hearts, not your
garments, and return to the LORD, your God” (Joel 2:13).

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Celebrating the Season of Lent

with the Scripture Readings

The writers of the Synoptic Gospels tell us that Jesus spent forty days in the
desert before beginning his public ministry (Mark 1:13; Luke 4:2; Matt 4:2). For
the biblical writers, the number forty is highly symbolic, representing along time
and this time, often marked by trial or testing.

Scripture is replete with examples of the number forty.
Sometimes the period of time is counted in days: Noah
endured rain for forty days and forty nights (Gen 7:4);
Moses spent forty days and forty nights on Mount Sinai
before receiving the Law (Exod 24:18); Elijah traveled
forty days and forty nights to Mount Horeb to encounter God (1 Kings 19:8).
Other times the forty is numbered in years: the Israelites wandered in the
desert for forty years (Exod 16:35; Ps 95:10); when the Israelites sinned, God
allowed their enemies to dominate them for forty years (Judg 13:1); David (2
Sam 5:4;1Kgs 2:11), Solomon (1 Kgs 11:42; 2 Chron 9:30), and Joash (2 Kgs
12:1) reigned over Israel for forty years. These writers use the number forty to
remind us of the need for adequate time.

Forty Days of Lent. We celebrate the Season of Lent as a period of preparation
before Easter; we prepare with fasting, prayer, almsgiving, and penance.
Based on these biblical foundations, we are invited to set aside adequate time
to prepare to celebrate the Paschal mysteries. Traditionally, the Church
sets aside forty days for this purpose. However, there are actually 46 calendar
days between Ash Wednesday and Easter Sunday. Regardless of how we
count these days, the overarching theme is one of preparation. As part of our
preparation during this Lenten season, we might spend time meditating on
the Word of God. Included on page 7 of this bulletin is a list of the scripture
readings used at weekday Masses during the Season of Lent to aid in
your preparation.

Lenten Regulations

The Christian faithful are to do penance through prayer, fasting, abstinence and
by exercising works of piety and charity. All Fridays throughout the year, and
especially during Lent, are penitential days.

Abstinence: Allwho have reachedtheir 14th birthday are to abstain from eating
meat on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays during Lent.

Fasting: Allthose who are 18 orolder, until their 59th birthday, are to faston Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. Only one fullmealis allowed on days offast. Two
other meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to one’s
need; but, together, they should not equal another full meal. Eating between
meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed. The obligation does not apply to
those whose health or ability to work would be affected seriously. People in
doubt about fast or abstinence should consult a parish priest or confessor.
